Well, you're not alone. How is a smartphone different than a cell phone, and what makes it so smart?
In a few words a smartphone is a device that lets you make telephone calls, and also adds in features that, in the past didn’t exist. In general, a smartphone will be based on an operating system that allows it to run applications. Apple's iPhone runs the iOS, and BlackBerry smartphones run the BlackBerry OS. Other devices run Google's Android OS, HP's WebOS, and Microsoft's Windows Phone.  A cellphone is simply a telephone that doesn't need a landline connection. It allows the user to make and receive phone calls. Besides some cellphones also offer text messaging. Nowadays to have a cellphone like that must be really dull.   
On the other hand, a smartphone has more advanced features, including web browsing, software applications and a mobile OS. In turn, a smartphone also offers capabilities such as support for biometrics, video chatting, digital assistants and much more. One of the most important features of a smartphone is its connection to an app store. An app store is a centralized portal where users can search for and download software applications to run on their phones; most of them are free but you can also find paid apps. A typical app store offers thousands of mobile apps for productivity, gaming, word processing, note-taking, organization, social media and more. The technology surrounding smartphones and cell phones is constantly changing, maybe in the future you will be able to even have a 3D printer in your phone. What constitutes a smartphone today may change by next week, next month, or until the next Steve Jobs is born.
